Follow Martin Luther King Blvd. to Waughtown St.

Turn RIGHT at Waughtown St. Follow Waughtown St. to Old Lexington.
Turn LEFT on Old Lexington to E. Sprague St.

You have reached La Perla.

La Perla to Happy Hill
Turn RIGHT onto E. Sprague St. Follow E. Sprague St. to Vargrave.
Turn RIGHT onto Vargrave.

Follow Vargrave north as it passes under Hwy 52 then travels along next to
it. Be careful to keep to the right as you pass under the bridge, as it is
very easy to turn onto the entrance ramp to Hwy 52. You will pass a steel
mill on your right. Immediately after this is Mock St.

Turn LEFT onto Mock St. Turn RIGHT on Mint St.
You have reached Happy Hill.

Happy Hill to Reynolda Gardens
From Mint St., Turn LEFT onto Powell St., then turn LEFT onto Alder St.

Follow Alder St. to Waughtown St. There is a Historical Marker near the
corner of Alder and Waughtown Streets.

Turn RIGHT onto Waughtown St. Waughtown St. ends at S. Main St.
Turn RIGHT onto S. Main St.

S. Main St. ends at a traffic circle. Follow the traffic circle around to the
second exit. This will be Old Salem Rd. You will pass under a covered
wooden pedestrian bridge.

Follow Old Salem Rd. to W. Academy St. Turn LEFT on W. Academy.
Follow W. Academy to S. Broad St. Turn RIGHT on S. Broad St.
Follow S. Broad St. as it turns into N. Broad St.

As you cross W. 6th St., bear LEFT to continue on N. Broad St..

Bear LEFT again at the fork in the road to follow West End Blvd.

From West End Blvd, follow the curve toward the right.

You are now on Reynolda Rd.

Follow Reynolda Rd. to Byway St. Turn RIGHT onto Byway St.

You have reached Reynolda Gardens. Please park and walk into the
garden to experience the final walk.

The Clark Campbell Multimodal Transit Center is
now at the center of Winston-Salem Transit
Authority travel. Behind the contemporary WSTA
is arich and complex history of segregated
neighborhoods and transportation systems. The
current system owes its foundation to the holdings
of the Safe Bus Company, which at one point in
Winston-Salem's history was an all-black
company, serving exclusively black neighbor-
hoods.Join downtown character, Arthur Travis
Henry, as he prepares to board the # 21 toward his
mother's home. Arthur is joined in this track for
the transit center by a chorus of resident travelers.

Henry's, early caretaker, Hazel Pitts Farmer. Happy Hill ié frequently
visited by Mrs. Farmer's granddaughter, Rowena, who we first meet
downtown at the beauty salon on Liberty.

Originally part of a large parcel purchased by the Moravian church for
farmland, the unproductive farm was leased first to a Dr. Schuman, whose
unsuccessful bid to purchase the land from the church led to his sending
these slaves back to Liberia in 1836. By 1872, the place itself, at least the
African-American settlement on it, had come to be known as Liberia. It
has been home to a series of public housing projects since that time.
Providence Place is the moniker of the latest version of public housing to
occupy the land on Happy Hill.

5. Reynolda Garden/Reynolda Village

Constructed between 1912 and 1917, Reynolda House is one of the
central points of Winston-Salem's imagination. Information about the
history of the house and farm project abounds at what is now a historic
house and American art museum. The epicenter of the tremendous
influence of the Reynolds family on Winston-Salem, the house, village and
gardens brings together the romantic vision of the young Katharine Smith
Reynolds and the stories of life on the estate as remembered by her family
and dedicated employees. What is now a series of cafés, shops, and
offices originally served as the farm, dairy, school and as housing for some
of the staff that made the running of the 1067-acre farm possible.
Reflecting on the many variations of relationships of service across both
class and race, the garden is the basis for a fictional account of the son of
Reynolda's gardener. The story of Spencer Henry is told through the
vantage point of his aging widow, Mary Alice Henry.We encourage you to
explore the house, grounds, and history of Reynolda on your visit.
